What do retired teachers like to do? You
guessed it - Register new voters at high schools.
Carolyne Candrl, Gretchen Moser, and Peggy Robb
taught at Lindbergh Schools and Cathy Satkowski
taught at St. Elizabeth Academy. They formed a
High School Voter Registration team a few weeks
ago and now are excited to be registering new
voters. So far the group has registered 12 students
as brand new voters.

Their next stop is Lafayette HS followed by
Ladue HS in February 2018. Students can register to
vote when they're 17 1/2 years old so they're ready
to vote when they turn 18.
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The LWVMSTL has received numerous requests
to help the public understand the new photo voter
ID requirements. Substantial confusion about many
aspects of this program exists. The Speakers Bureau
has educated voters about how they can be sure
they will be able to exercise their right to vote.
People who attend frequently share their personal
experience, so others are not disenfranchised.

Since last summer, the Speakers Bureau has
presented at a Beyond Housing apartment complex,
three different libraries in St. Charles, a community
college, a City of Northwoods Town Hall meeting as
well as a senior group, a church in downtown St.

Our current project is to put
together a presentation for Lafayette High School
students and present it six class periods in a row.

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MEATLESS MONDAY
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Fighting climate change is largely a matter of personal
responsibilities and one of the easiest and best steps we can take
concerns what we put on our plates. Plant-based diets, which limit or
eliminate animal products, have many benefits. They are more
environmentally sustainable than diets rich in animal products, and they
reduce the risk of heart disease, diabetes, hypertension, diabetes and
certain types of cancer.

However, you don@have to give up all animal products to see the
benefit — just eating plant-based meals one day a week can improve E
your health and the health of the planet. One way to work in more plant-based meals is to start your week off with
a OMeatless Mondayé€ as part of your routine or just pick one day a week to go meatless. Overconsumption of meat
contributes to record numbers of cases of heart disease, obesity, diabetes, and a litany of other diseases. Backed by
the Johns Hopkins Bloomberg School of Public Health@ Center for a Livable Future, Meatless Monday is now
standard fare in corporate cafeterias, restaurants, schools, health institutions, and home kitchens.

Livestock production is a larger contributor to climate change than the transportation sector worldwide.
Production of animal-based foods is associated with higher greenhouse gas emissions than plant-based foods. Meat
production is a very inefficient process, it takes 15 pounds of feed to generate one pound of meat. Currently, 30%
of the earth@ landmass goes to meat, dairy, and egg productions. The Environmental Defense Fund reports that if
each American replaced meat with plant-based foods at just one meal per week, the carbon dioxide savings would
be the same as taking more than half a million cars off U.S. roads.

As individuals, we can curb climate change, by eating more plant-based foods and fewer animal-based
foods.

By the time our newsletter is published proposals may be enacted to change what might be
expected at present! You have all received the LWVUS alert to oppose the tax plans. Corporations and
wealthy people are the most likely beneficiaries, by all reports. Those with less than $100,000 income are
not likely to be celebrating. The federal deficit is projected to reach more than a TRILLION dollars if the plan
moves forward.

Dismantling elements of the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (ACA) is expected to be
bundled within the tax reform bills. Talk of eliminating the mandate to buy insurance is top of the list. Off
market insurance plans may not have expected coverage: those would include pre-existing conditions,
preventive care and lack of other benefits that could take consumers by surprise. Affordability may be
disappearing for 2019 plans.

Health equity for women suffers greatly with proposals being considered. dPersonhoodé for a fetus
has been suggested. Greater exemptions would be granted for companies who do not want to provide
contraception and other benefits for women employees.

The Department of Health and Human Services has released funding for the Title X programs, which
annually awards $280 million in grants to clinics around the country for providing birth control and other
family planning services to about 4 million Americans, most of them low-income persons. Some new rules
may come with the funding. Even use of non-taxpayer dollars to offer abortions could be prohibited or
restrictions on the types of contraception a clinic might offer. Title X may shift the programQ focus from
birth control to abstinence, forexample.

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The St. Louis Public School District (SLPS) is currently governed by a three-member Special Administra-
tion Board (SAB) which is appointed. Last spring, SLPS had its accreditation restored. LWV sent a letter stating
its position that, since SLPS had its accreditation reinstated, governance should be returned to the current sev-
en member elected Board. A task force was set up by the SAB to explore public sentiment about the govern-
ance of the district. The task force held a series of three public meetings to present information and discuss
what type of future School Board should govern the district---appointed, elected or hybrid. The attending pub-
lic was vocal about its desire for control to be returned to the elected Board. Public input is also being collected
via an online survey. The task force plans to make its recommendation to the State Board of Education and
post it on its website on January 8.

The Missouri State Board of Education consists of eight members who are citizens appointed by the
Governor and confirmed by the Senate. To maintain the BoardQ independence from politics, no more than
four members may belong to the same political party. The eight-year terms are staggered so that one term
expires each year. Missouri Governor Eric Greitens has appointed five new board members, each of whom are
awaiting vetting and confirmation by the Senate and possible confirmation in 2018. Despite the five members
not having completed this process, Governor Greitens has been pushing to have the Board vote to terminate
the current Commissioner, Margie Vandeven. This raises concerns about interjecting political influence into an
independent, non-partisan process. On Nov. 21%, the vote to oust Vandeven was unsuccessful. One of the
eight members who voted to oust Vandeven had only been appointed by Greitens the day of the vote.
Missouri@Q annual report on school districts and charter schools has just been released. The
REMOR T state likely will not downgrade any school districts this year. Normandy, the only unaccredit-
ed district in Missouri, scored in the provisionally accredited range for the second consecu-
tive year. The State Board of Education is likely to consider NormandyQ request for an ac-
creditation upgrade at its Nov. 30-Dec. 1 meeting. This would mean that Normandy would
no longer have to pay for students to attend accredited schools.

In collaboration with Build A Better Missouri, LWVMSTL presented a panel discussion dLet@
Talk About Education€ at the Middendorf-Kredell Branch of the St. Charles County library. Panelists presented
and answered questions on school districts and charter schools.

There are many other education issues, including cuts in education funding, which we continue to moni-
tor. If you are interested, please join us for our January 20" meeting at 10am in the League office. The meeting
is open to all.
